Meeting Called to Order by D. Jenks at 7:01 pm.  Attendance:  J. Gatrell, K.  Holmes, D. Jenks, H. O'Dwyer, and B. Soper.  May 21, 2015 Regular Meeting Minutes were approved with corrections.  The Agenda was approved with additions.  The Treasurer's Report was received and approved.   It was noted that as of May 30, 2015 the Village Council met all the criteria for Village Ordinance No. 30, reducing the number of Trustees for four plus the President making it a five person Village Council.  The Council approved three budget amendments put before them.  State Savings Bank Account *3572 was designated as the sewer reserve.  H. O'Dwyer introduced a proposed amendment to the Burn Ordinance.  The vote on the proposed amendment was postponed to the July Regular Meeting.    The Council passed a motion to support the MDOT creating and posting signs under the Elberta Village Limits signs stating "First Settlers 1851 -  John &  Caroline Greenwood."  Mrs Dolores Schmidt is responsible for raising funds to pay for the signs; the Village of Elberta did not commit to purchase them.  The response to the April 14, 2015 letter from the Frankfort-Elberta Athletic Association was tabled until the July Regular Council Meeting.  The Council approved Change Order No. 4 for the Elberta Waterfront Redevelopment Project.  The resolution to designate Elberta's Penfold Park Boat Launch a Trailhead and Access site for  Water Trails was passed.  D. Jenks asked the Council to consider engaging a Code Enforcement Officer.  Reports were heard from the County Commissioner, DPW Superintendant, BLUA,BFA, and Planning Commission.    The meeting adjourned at 8:52 pm.
